1. There will be three (3) age group distinctions:

a. 10 and under

b. 11 to 15

c. 16to 18
1. Preparation, cooking and presentation:

a. The competitor must do the preparation, cooking and presentation. Parents may help with fires and slicing or
anything considered dangerous. If a competitor is unable to do all of the above on his own, he/she is too
young to cook.

b. Due to overeager parents being too involved in the food preparation, there will be several OKidsQ
PatrolsOroaming the area looking for too much parental involvement. They will have the
authority to disqualify a parent from being in the enclosedarea. Last year there was too much
parental involvement. Continued parental involvement will be causefor ending further Kids Q
competitions. Rememberthis is a Kids Q!

1. Handicapped competitors need not be eliminated from competition, but will be allowed to do as much as they are able
with some help from an assigned person.

2. Summer Fest has designated the horseshoe pit area for cooking. All competitors will cook in that area on their own grills
(families with more than one competitor participating can cook on the same grill). Presentations will be made at the
judging room. Judging will be blind. An appointed person from the Summer Fest Committee will be on site during
cooking and presentation.

1. A parent (or responsible adult) may be present with the competitor during the entire cooking process, but cannot do the
work.

Additional Summer Fest Rules

1. Cooking of each category entry must be done on site, over charcoal or wood. Propane is not allowed.

2. Meat or Chef’s Choice item must be on ice and inspected prior to start of cooking. Meat must be raw and have no rubs,
marinades, etc. on it prior to inspection. After inspection you may add any marinades, rubs, injections etc. that you
wish. Chicken and Beef must follow KCBS rules, that is, nothing in the turn-in box except the meat and optional
allowable garnish (green leaf lettuce, cilantro or parsley).

3. Enough of each product to provide 6 samples must be submitted for judging.
4. Containers will be supplied for submitting your product to the judges.

5. Chicken will be judged at 5:00 PM, Beef at 5:30 PM and Chef’s Choice at 6:00 PM on Friday. Entry must be made to
the judge’s table within a 10 minute window, starting 5 minutes before the specified time and ending 5 minutes after
the specified time.

. Trophies will be awarded at 7:45 PM on Friday on the bandstand.

. Chef’s Choice can be anything except chicken or beef. It can be a meat, seafood, vegetable, fruit, dessert, etc., and must
be prepared on site. Any garnish is allowed and must be turned-in in a standard container.
